Swimming Programme

DC Leisure is committed to providing an excellent
swimming lesson programme and has achieved the
Amateur Swimming Association (ASA) national award
for outstanding commitment to swimming teaching
for the last 4 years. We work closely with the ASA

as the National Governing body for swimming who
provide the training and development of our teachers,
in addition to ensure students are receiving the most
up to date guidance our teachers work to the ASA's
National Plan for Teaching Swimming (NPTS).

The NPTS aims to set a national standard for
performance, providing consistency throughout the
country. There is a standard for what we expect
swimmers to achieve and how we expect them to
do it. Therefore, if you need to move class or to a
different learn to swim programme you can ensure
continuity of lesson standards and assessments.
